


















































Evidence of Eligibility by Project Category:

SAFETEA-LU identifies 12 activities or categories of projects that are eligible to
receive transportation enhancement (TE) funds. Bicycle & pedestrian facilities
continue to be eligible under SAFETEA-LU as originally established and intended in
the the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA).

Bicycle & pedestrian facilities continue to be the most popular category of funding
because they add a mode of transportation to the predominant roadway and

transit modes common to most local communities.

Bicycle & pedestrian facilities are also completely environmentally friendly (no
emissions) and improve the level-of-service on adjacent roadways.

As documented in the project description, this funding category is not only highly
eligible, but represents one of the highest safety priorities particularly for school

children on the Pueblo West Metropolitan unique and inadequate transportation
system pertaining to safe routes to school and general pedestrian and bicycle trail

facilities.
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Benefits of Proposed Project

As stated in the “Description of Proposed Project” section of this application, the
major benefits can be summarized as follows:

» The trail will provide the only pedestrian route and alternative bike route to
riding on the heaviest vehicular traveled arterial road (McCulloch Blvd.) in
Pueblo West for work and school commute trips, trips to the library and
Cattail Crossing with the auxiliary benefit and use for secondary shopping
and dining at the Shopping Centers at Spaulding and across Highway 50
(Wal-Mart).

» Separating pedestrian and bicycle traffic from this highest volume major
arterial in Pueblo West with this off-system trail expansion both adds
another mode of transportation and also significantly improves the safety
particularly for school children and elderly living in the highest density core
urban area this trail extension will complete.

» This trail will provides the best value traffic engineering solution to the
most common and predominant Pueblo West transportation system
problems — narrow street widths that have caused numerous edge breaks
and no sidewalks. Pedestrians and bike riders simply cannot safely share
the road with vehicles. Off-system trails in high density and high traffic
areas as proposed here are the only affordable solution to the serious
pedestrian and bicycle safety issue that currently exists throughout Pueblo
West.

» The proposed design and width of the trail (8-foot concrete, 4-foot crusher
fine) allows for safe and comfortable sharing of the trail between bike
riders, horse riders and pedestrians.
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Environmental Review

There will be no adverse impact. This trial will be constructed in designated utility
easements and in District owned parcels within 20-feet on the eastside of
McCulloch Blvd depending on the area of the trail. All of this land has already
been impacted, so there will be NO gdverse impact. In fact, constructing this trail
in these parcels and utility easements, will actually improve the environment by
making it more attractive, providing a new amenity and adding another mode of
transportation all adjacent to the most heavily travelled arterial in Pueblo West.

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Implementation Schedule:

May 2012. Main McCulloch will be widened and reconstructed beginning in early
summer 2011 and is scheduled to be completed by May of 2012. ROW needed to
construct the trail will be created along the east side of McCulloch Blvd. This trail
project will be designed and constructed independent of the Main McCulloch
reconstruction project.
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Proposed Maintenance Plans, Agreements, Covenants:

The maintenance of the trail will be the responsibility of both the Pueblo West
Metropolitan District Parks and Recreation and Public Works Departments. We
will put the construction of the project out to competitive bid. Both the Public
Works and Parks Department will oversee the project and perform all
maintenance of the completed project. Attached is a letter signed by the Pueblo
West Metropolitan District Board of Directors stating that any maintenance
needed will be performed by the Metropolitan District.

This trail will be built with an 8-inche base course, a 4-inch concrete overlay and
two inches of crusher fine gravel. The proposed trail will be 0.9 miles, 12 feet
wide (8 foot concrete, 4-foot crusher fine gravel). Thus, there will be very little if
any maintenance to this proposed trail for several years. Most of the
maintenance will be weed control, keeping native grass trimmed on the edges of
the trail; any weather conditions that might cause areas of the trail to erode over
time and gravel maintenance (drag and add material as necessary given the

anticipated heavy use).

Our plan for trash removal and debris will be through the Parks Department and
community groups volunteering to clean this approximately one mile trail. There
are also organizations that volunteer their time to do community service along

with in-mate labor.

Given this trail will be kept as maintenance free as possible, our priority will focus
on safety, accessibility, and the appearance/cleanliness for the community.

To The CDOT Transportation Enhancement Grant Committee:

It is with great pleasure that | write this letter of support for a project to extend the community trail
along the east side of McCulloch which will, essentially, connect the North side of Pueblo West to the
South side. This project will connect the library and Civic Center Park, Cattail Crossing Community Park,
four schools and numerous businesses along the existing and proposed trail system.

Due to revenue shortfalls at the State Level, School District 70 has had to make budget cuts during the
past two school years. Next year alone, we are anticipating between 3 and 4 million dollars in cuts.
Because we have a very large school district, in terms of physical size, we also have huge transportation
costs. As a result, the school District has adopted a 4-day week calendar(going from 171 to 148 school
days), outsourced our transportation department to a company called First Student, and frozen
employee salaries. This and much more, just to balance the budget.

If students in the district could find safe ways in which to walk or ride a bike to school or to a regional
bus stop, it would greatly improve our ability to control our transportation costs. Because there are no
sidewalks in the Pueblo West Area, walking or riding a bike is often not an option for students. The
proposed trail will allow hundreds of kids to walk or ride safely to school and to a regional bus stop
located at the Library.

The proposed project to extend the community trail in Pueblo West is something | fully support. Many
people in our community will use the trail for fun and exercise. More than that, however, the students

of our community will use the trail to get to and from school safely, while saving the school district in
transportation costs.

As a mother, pharmacist, cyclist, runner and local bicycle advocacy volunteer working to make
the Pueblo area more bike and pedestrian friendly, I beg you to help us “complete our street” of
main McCulloch in Pueblo West.

Main McCulloch is the major access point for the most heavily populated area in our
metropolitan district of 34,000 residents. Extending the trail from Joe Martinez to the Walmart
shopping area will provide the ONLY pedestrian access and an alternative off-road bike route for
three shopping and dining areas, the busiest library branch in the county, two community parks, a
K-12 school and regional bus stops for a distant high school and another K-12 charter school. It
will also connect to the existing 5 miles of community trail that loops a heavily populated area
and reaches three more schools.

The county is reconstructing roughly 2.5 miles of this busy arterial (22,000 vehicles per day)
starting in June 2011 with extended turn lanes, drainage improvements, improved traffic signals
with pedestrian improvements and a 3-foot shoulder for on-road bike lanes. Unfortunately,
project costs exceeds the funds available and no pedestrian improvements will take place except
the curb cuts and crosswalk improvements at intersections as part of the actual roadway.

Currently, nearly a dozen employees walk on the edge of this busy roadway and through a dirt
field to work at Walmart. Last summer I saw a heartbreaking image of a mother struggling to
push her disabled son’s wheelchair up an embankment of the worn dirt trail from Walmart up to
the light at Highway 50. 1 could see the child looked very ill, a prescription bag in her hand and
tears in her eyes as she struggled to care for her son with no transportation alternatives. By the
time I could pull off the roadway to help her, she was across the highway and pushing his
wheelchair against traffic in the right turn only lane. We have to provide safe pedestrian
improvements for the one-third of our population that cannot drive.

Please give this very important project your consideration. Although we live in a semi-rural area,
this is a busy urban area desperately needing pedestrian and alternate bicycle accommodations for

community members.
